My name is Nancy Mendoza, I’m the Executive Director of the Northwest Burn Foundation and also serve as Camp Manager for our annual summer camp for 

young burn survivors.

I am here today to oppose the removal of the fire sprinkler requirements in the IRC.  Our wish for both young burn survivors and homeowners is that we adopt a Statewide requirement in Washington State that ensures the safety of our families in the community and those that protect them. 
House fires are more than about the loss of property, it’s also about the loss of life or changing one’s life forever. Burn recovery is both painful and expensive for burn survivors and their families.  Survivors face numerous surgeries and a lengthy

recovery.  Coupled with the social stigma from burn scars, survivors can have a 

lasting  psychological impact.  
For the hundreds of young burn survivors who have lived through a house fire, it only took a second to change their life. 
 The Northwest Burn Foundation provides support to young burn survivors ages 7-17 recovering the trauma of burns.  Our Annual Summer Camp provides a safe, protective environment to share feelings and experiences while having a fun packed week of activities following years of surgeries. 
As one young burn survivor recently shared, “Camp has taught me so much about letting go of being self-conscious and being able to live with my burns.   I’m also getting to know people just like me. It makes me feel free.”    Boy Age 12
